Mayor La Paz:
 Reported on March 8th Attended with Courtney the Local government and Veterans Affairs legislative subcommittee where Representative Beshears presented Carrabelle's request for House Bill 891 - to dissolve the Carrabelle Port and Airport Authority.  That subcommittee passed the Bill unanimously.

Later on March 8th   attended the Restore Advisory Council meeting. The final Needs Assessment approved by the FCBOCC was presented.  Reviewed the selection criteria percentages suggested by the council members which must be approved by the FCBOCC.  A new Dewberry consultant has been assigned to Franklin County.  The advisory council will meet again on April 12th at 4:00 p.m.

On March 9th   we held a Special Commission meeting with two Items for action:  GUSC Lease Termination Agreement and Action concerning Human Resources.  All members were present.

Reported the CGJ Parade and the Carrabelle Airport Fly-In events on March 11th went smoothly and were huge successes.

Attended Florida Tourism Day conference in Tallahassee on March 14th, representing the TDC.

On March 15th Attended the Agriculture and Natural Resources Appropriations Subcommittee meeting with Russell Large where Representative Beshears sponsored Carrabelle's House Bill 3387 requesting legislative appropriation to provide potable water supply lines to 53 homes in the Lighthouse Road area.

On March 21st we held a CRA budget reallocation workshop.  The Major CRA projects at this time are construction of the Marine St Triangle parking lot and resurfacing of SE Ave C, off street parking with 11 spaces, site improvements to city-owned lots at the corner of Marine St and SE Ave C; and milled asphalt resurfacing of SE 1St St in that area.

Reported on March 21st we learned the Tillie Miller Park $50K FRDAP grant application ranked 16th out of 100 applications submitted.  The Florida Senate & House have published their proposed budgets with the Senate budget proposing to fund all of the FRDAP requests of $50,000.00 or less which includes Tillie Miller Park.  Yesterday the Senate Appropriations Committee voted in favor of their budget as submitted.  Next, it's on to the Governor for approval.  The House budget does not include Tillie Miller Park.  I did contact all Senate Appropriations committee members asking for their vote.

On March 31st completed a 2-hour tour of the Hexaport Building with Courtney and Russel Large and contractor Bill Bond where they performed an inspection as directed by the Commission during the special meeting on March 9th.
