· June 4th attended the Emergency Management Center Disaster Expo. 

· During June 8th TDC meeting, the members recommended funding allocation for the Carrabelle Airport Fly-In Event – in conjunction with Camp Gordon Johnston Days.  FCBOCC approved funding on June 21st.  

· Met with Mr. Fox, Molly Mitchel, and Courtney for a site visit with the DEO grant manager regarding the City’s CDBG Commercial Revitalization application on June 16th for the NW Ave B Project.  A few policy adoptions and application changes are necessary, but it appears the $650,000 grant will be awarded.  

· At conclusion of the DEO site visit, asked Mr. Fox about grant funding to replace the burned playground equipment at the Lighthouse Park.  Mr. Fox reported a special FRDAP grant cycle just opened in the “Recreational Enhancements and Opportunities for Individuals with Unique Abilities” Category with a short cycle; deadline in August.  This is a $500,000 grant opportunity.  Staff and I working closely with Mr. Fox to meet the requirements before the deadline.
