 Reported on April 12th Courtney, William, Dustin, and Mayor attended a two-hour workshop regarding contraband coming into the Franklin Correctional Institution through community inmate work crews.

On April 12th   attended the RESTORE Advisory committee meeting.  Announced the required workshop to submit a project application for the RESTORE Multi-Year Implementation Plan on May 16th at 4:00 p.m. at the FC Annex Building in Apalach.

On April 20th Courtney and Mayor attended the NWFWMD technical planning workshop at ANERR in Eastpoint for project funding under the WMD's "SWIM" program.  Russell Large with Inovia notified regarding submitting a project from our Capital Improvements Plan.
