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RFP-  Disaster Debris Removal Services
Sealed proposals will be received by the CITY OF CARRABELLE BOCC, 1001 Gray Ave Carrabelle, FL 32322 until 3:00 p.m., on, July 14, 2016 at which time and place proposals will be opened for Disaster Debris Removal Services.  Proposers shall furnish all of the services described below.

At a minimum, the following must be submitted with your proposal (original and five (5) copies of all documents):
(1) Completed Proposer Response Sheet

(2) Response to Information Requested (Attachment A)

(3) Pricing Sheets

Once opened, the proposals will be reviewed by a selection committee and presented to City of Carrabelle Commission for contract award.

I. OVERVIEW AND TIMETABLE
A. Introduction
CITY OF CARRABELLE (“City”) is currently seeking proposals from licensed and qualified firms to establish a prepositioned contract for debris removal, reduction and final disposal, “Cradle to Grave”.  The successful Contractor shall be tasked with the collection, temporary staging and final disposal of debris generated by any type of disaster and documenting the same in accordance with the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) guidelines.  
II. PROPOSAL PROCEDURES
A. Preparation of Proposal
Each proposal shall be prepared simply and economically avoiding the use of elaborate promotional materials beyond those sufficient to provide a complete, accurate and reliable presentation.  An authorized representative shall sign the proposal.  All information requested should be submitted.  Failure to submit all information requested may result in a proposal being considered “non-responsive” and, therefore, rejected.  A proposal may be withdrawn prior to the due date/time.

B. Time and Location of Proposer’s Presentation
The top three (3) ranked proposers may be requested by the Selection Committee to provide oral presentations.  If required, those proposers will be notified to arrange for a specific location, date, and time.

C. Effective Period of Proposals
All proposals must state the period the proposal shall remain in effect.  Such period shall not be less than one hundred twenty (120) days from the proposal date.

D. Right of Rejection by CITY OF CARRABELLE
Notwithstanding any other provisions of this RFP, the CITY has the right to award this contract to the proposer that best meets the requirements of the CITY.  Furthermore, the CITY reserves the right to reject any or all proposals and waive any minor irregularity or technicality in proposals received prior to execution of the contract, with no penalty to the City.

Any contractor who submits in its proposal any information that is determined by the CITY to be substantially inaccurate, misleading, exaggerated or incorrect, may be disqualified from consideration.  The CITY will have sole discretion in determining the disqualification of a proposal.

E. Contract Negotiations
After a review of the proposals, and possible oral presentations, the CITY intends to enter into contract negotiations with the selected proposer.  These negotiations could include all aspects of services and fees.  If a contract is not finalized in a reasonable period of time, the CITY will open negotiations with the next ranked proposer(s).

IV. Payment/Performance Bond:  If awarded the contract and prior to the start of any work, the successful Contractor shall supply a payment/performance bond in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the contract amount to be issued by an insurance company licensed by the Florida Department of Insurance, covering the faithful performance of this contract, in all terms and conditions thereof throughout the full term thereof, between the CITY and the Contractor and which will further indemnify and save harmless the CITY from all costs and damages by reason of the Contractor’s default, breach or failure to satisfactorily complete any of the contract terms.  Said payment/performance bond shall be forfeited on failure to perform on any part of specifications and contract requirements outlined herein (which includes General Conditions, detailed specifications and technical specifications) and for the prompt payment of all persons furnishing labor, materials, equipment and supplies therefore.  

The bond must be renewed annually and no later than ten (10) business days prior to the beginning of the contract and renewal years, the renewal bond amount must equal or exceed the total price amount proposed for the corresponding contract or renewal year in the Contractor’s proposal.
F. Award of Contract
The proposer to whom a contract is awarded shall be required to enter into a written contract with the CITY.  This RFP and the proposal, or any part thereof, shall be incorporated into and made a part of the final contract.  The CITY reserves the right to negotiate the terms and conditions of the contract with the selected proposer.

G. Contract Term
It is the intent to award a contract for an initial two (2) year period with the option to renew for one (1) twelve (12) month renewal period not to exceed a total of three (3) years.  The decision to renew the contract will be at the discretion of the CITY.  Cancellation may be made with sixty (60) days advance written notice of the contract renewal date by either party.
Termination For Convenience  The contract may be cancelled by either party, upon sixty (60) day’s certified, written notice to the other party.

H. Termination For Default  
If, through any cause, the Contractor shall fail to fulfill in a timely manner, its obligation under this contract, or if the Contractor shall violate any of the terms and conditions of this contract, CITY OF CARRABELLE shall have the right to terminate this contract by giving written notice by certified letter to the Contractor of such termination specifying thereof, at least ten (10) days before the effective date of such termination.
I. Public Entity Crime
A person or affiliate who has been placed on the convicted vendor list following a conviction for a public entity crime may not submit a bid, proposal, or qualifications on a contract to provide any goods or services to a public entity, may not submit a bid on a contract with a public entity for the construction or repair of a public building or public work, may not submit bids on leases of real property to a public entity, may not be awarded or perform work as a contractor, supplier, subcontractor, or consultant under a contract with any public entity, and may not transact business with any public entity in excess of the threshold amount provided in Section 287.017, for Category Two for a period of thirty-six (36) months from the date of being placed on the convicted vendor list.

J. Drug Free Workplace
All proposers shall submit the enclosed, duly signed portion of the “Proposer Response Sheet” entitled “Proposer’s Certification”.  The proposer shall have the burden of demonstrating its program compliance with Section 287.087 of the Florida Statutes, and any other applicable state law.

K. Additional Terms and Conditions
1. Assignment:  Neither party may assign or subcontract any of its rights or obligations under the agreement with the CITY for Disaster Debris Removal Services in whole or in part.  Any attempted assignment under the agreement shall be void and of no effect.

2. Indemnification:  The provider will indemnify and hold harmless to the CITY and their agents and employees from the performance of the work and/or litigation under the agreement regardless of whether or not it is caused in part by the party to be indemnified hereunder.  If, on account or breach of default or failure to perform by the provider or the provider’s obligations under the terms and conditions of the agreement, it shall become necessary for the CITY to employ an attorney to enforce or defend any of the CITY’S rights or remedies hereunder, the provider agrees to pay all costs and a reasonable attorney’s fee incurred by the CITY in such connections including attorney’s fees and costs in any appeals.

3. Failure to observe any of the instructions or conditions in this RFP may constitute grounds for rejection.

4. The CITY will not be liable for any costs incurred in the preparation of proposals.

5. The CITY reserves the right to request an interview with any proposer to determine service capabilities in greater detail and to clarify any unclear areas in the proposal.  This may include a site visit to the proposer’s facilities.  The CITY will not be liable for any costs incurred by the proposer in connection with such an interview (i.e., travel, accommodations, etc.).

6. By submitting a proposal, the proposer certifies that the officer is authorized and has fully read and understands this RFP.  Additionally, the officer has full knowledge of the scope, nature, quantity, and quality of work to be performed, the detailed requirements of the services to be provided; and the conditions under which the services are to be performed.

7. The proposer shall furnish such additional information as the CITY may reasonably require.  The CITY reserves the right to make inquiries of the qualifications of the proposer, as it deems appropriate.

8. The proposer is subject to audits and reviews of its books and records pertaining to its performance under the agreement.  These may be performed by CITY OF CARRABELLE Staff and it’s representatives.

9. All proposals will become the property of the CITY when received and, as such, will be subject to Florida’s Public Records Law.

III. INFORMATION REQUESTED
A. General Information
Response information submitted shall be tabbed to correspond to the sections listed below and shall be in the following order: 

1. Tab A:
Proposer’s Response Sheet; Responder Profile and Submittal Letter
The following information shall be submitted with your proposal:

· Proposer’s Response Sheet (page 2)

· Submittal letter signed by authorized agent of the business/corporation with proof of authorization from the business that the signatory is duly authorized to execute this proposal/offer document and any contract(s) and/or other transactions required by award of this RFP.

· Organizational structure of business

· Ownership interests

· Active business venues

· Documentation from the appropriate state’s agency confirming firm’s legal entity type (i.e., sole proprietorship, partnership, limited liability partnership, corporation, limited liability corporation, etc.).  For non-Florida businesses, submit document from the State of Florida providing authorization to perform business in the State of Florida.

· Designation of the legal entity by which the business operates (i.e., sole proprietorship, partnership, limited liability partnership, corporation, limited liability corporation, etc.)
2. Tab B:  Qualifications
Provide a description and history of the firm focusing on the following:

· Experience in all aspects of disaster debris removal services, including planning, operations, management, monitoring and accounting systems.
· Documented knowledge and experience with state and local emergency agencies; state and federal programs, funding sources and reimbursement processes.

3. Tab C:  Safety Performance

Proposer shall provide a detailed narrative as to how it’s operations will meet Occupational Health and Safety Administration (OSHA) and those of any subcontractors to perform work under this contract.  

4. Tab D:  References
Proposer shall provide references on the reference sheet provided (Attachment D).  
Time Frame to Begin work Respondent will provide time frame when respondent will be ready to provide Disaster Debris Removal Services.  For example, upon award of contract, within 15, 30, 45 or over 45 days.  

5. Tab E:  Proof of Insurance 

Provide proof of insurance per the outlined insurance requirements in the “Specifications Portion” of this RFP.

6. Tab F:  Bid Bond  Each proposal must be accompanied by a Bid Bond in the amount of $500.00.  The Bid Bond shall be in the form of a cashier’s check/money order; personal/company checks will not be acceptable.  The Bid Bond shall be forfeited to the CITY in the event Contractor withdraws their proposal from consideration prior to award of contract.  All Bid Bonds shall be returned to contractors upon the execution of a contract for this project.
7. Tab G:  Pricing Sheets
Vendor shall provide unit costs on the attached “Schedule of Fees & Expenses – Attachment A and “Schedule of Hourly Fees” – Attachment B.  Prices must be guaranteed for the initial, 1-year term of the contract.  After the initial 1-year term, any and all fees are subject to the approval of the City.  

B. Noncompliance with Proposal Specifications

C. Instructions to Proposers  
All proposals shall be submitted in sealed envelope(s), one original and five (5) copies and mailed or delivered to the CITY OF CARRABELLE 1001 Gray Ave Carrabelle, Florida 32322.  The outside of the envelope shall plainly identify the RFP by: VENDOR NAME/ADDRES, RFP TITLE, AND DATE AND TIME OF OPENING.  It is the sole responsibility of the proposer to ensure that their proposal reaches the City of Carrabelle  Office before the closing date and hour as shown above.  Proposals received after the scheduled time for opening will not be considered.  Any proposal envelope(s) received late will be returned to the proposer unopened. 
Vendor’s are hereby notified that the use, display or reproduction of the official seal of CITY OF CARRABELLE on any submittals, letters, presentation documents or similar information is prohibited by the CITY.

IV. SPECIFICATIONS
IV. Project Description:  Hurricanes, tornadoes and other natural and manmade events frequently produce substantial volumes of debris, creating hazardous conditions that impact public health, welfare, and safety by obstructing roads, by creating obstacles to safe passage of emergency and essential pedestrian and vehicular traffic, and by notably increasing exposure to fire and hazardous materials.  To mitigate the hazardous conditions, it is mandatory that there be an early, safe and rapid response to restoring safe and economically viable conditions by the removal of the debris in a prompt and environmentally protective manner.
IV. Statistical Data:  CITY OF CARRABELLE is located on Northwest Florida’s Gulf Coast.    Highway 98 runs through the City east to west.  The City has a total area of 5.6 square miles, of which approximately 4.5 square miles is land surface and 1.1 square miles is water including Carrabelle River. Carrabelle is the eastern terminus of the Gulf Intracoastal Waterway.
IV. Scope of Work:  
IV. The response of the contractor to the disaster recovery process must be immediate, rapid and efficient with acceptable cost controls, accountability procedures, written reports and submittals to assure the CITY shall have the means to be reimbursed for all eligible disaster recovery costs from appropriate federal, state and private agencies.  Notice to Proceed will typically be activated only in the event of an emergency and in accordance with an awarded contract.  
Proposals are being solicited from licensed and qualified firms to establish a prepositioned contract for debris removal, reduction and disposal.  These services will not be rendered until such time as a Notice to Proceed order has been issued by the CITY.  The successful contractor shall be tasked with the collection, temporary staging and final disposal of debris generated by any type of disaster and documenting the same in accordance with the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) guidelines.  Other services that may be required will include damage assessment and the ability to communicate with local, sate, or federal agencies to maximize any funding or reimbursement services.
The City’s Project Manager or other duly appointed designee will direct the debris removal and disposition operations.  When a disaster occurs or is imminent, the CITY will contact the contractor to advise them of the intent to activate the contract.  Debris removal will generally be limited to debris in, upon or brought to CITY public streets and roads, right-of-ways, municipal properties and facilities and other CITY sites.  Disposal of debris will be at a lawfully permitted landfill of the contractor’s selection and the City’s approval, or at a Debris Management Site (DMS) identified by the City.  All landfills to be used must be properly permitted by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection and/or any other pertinent regulatory agency.
The general concept of debris removal operations includes multiple, scheduled passes of each site, location or right-of-way.  This will allow residents to return to their properties and bring debris to the right-of-way as recovery progresses.  The contractor may also be tasked with removing trees leaning on houses or other structures, hazardous stump grinding and removal, or other disaster response and recovery services as the CITY may direct.  The CITY will prescribe the specific schedule to be used after ascertaining the scope and nature of the disaster’s impacts. 
Commercial and industrial hazardous waste such as chemicals, gas containers, transformers and any other form of hazardous or toxic matter will not be collected by the contractor.  

Household garbage will be collected by the City’s Solid Waste Contractor and is not to be collected or transported by the Contractor’s forces. 
Contractor shall:

· Certify all equipment used in debris removal.

· Have a full understanding of and compliance with the most current FEMA procedures, regulations and documentation requirements as applicable to debris removal and disposal.
· Have a full understanding of FEMA Public Assistance guides and fact sheets.
· Coordinate with the City’s Project Manager to respond to all problems including complaints from residents, business owners, etc.

· Provide total quantity reconciliation with the CITY and/or FEMA, or any other funding entity.

2. Field Operations:  The field operations scope of work shall include, but not limited to:

· Provide equipment, labor, and materials necessary to perform the “first pass” and all subsequent passes directed by the City’s Project Manager.  “First Pass” is defined as removing all debris on the affected roadways from within the rights-of-way as directed and authorized by the CITY and their authorized representatives.  The work associated with “first pass” and subsequent passes, includes but is not limited to: cutting fallen vegetative debris; picking up and loading vegetative, C & D and hazardous materials; hauling materials to either a temporary debris staging and reduction site or final legal disposal site; volume reduction at the DMS; and final disposal at an approved site or disposal at an appropriate landfill or “waste to energy” facility.

· Once road priorities are established by the CITY or its representative, crews shall be required to complete entire sectors and/or corridors prior to moving on to other areas.  No streets should be bypassed based on quantity of debris alone.

· Provide labor, equipment and materials necessary to remove all stumps authorized by the City.  Stump removal operations shall be in accordance with FEMA guidelines.

· Provide traffic control (day and/or night) using current CITY standards.

· Ensure all contractor and subcontractor personnel have and utilize personal protective safety gear in accordance with OSHA requirements and company safety policies.

· Coordinate with utility companies, as required, to permit safe removal of debris.

· Provide a means for the City’s Project Manager to measure and certify all trucks.  All DMS’s shall be equipped with at least one (1) tower from which monitors can safely view contents on each load and determine capacities of each load entering and exiting the DMS.

· Provide a means for securing all DMS’s throughout the life of the contract, to ensure no unauthorized or illegal dumping can occur at the site.

· Vacuum inlets and sweep curb and gutter sections.
· Damaged trees and exposed roots are to be removed to ground level.

· Remove leaning trees which are not an immediate hazard only when directed by the City’s Project Manager.  Compensation will be by stump removal (if applicable) and debris removal (CY).
· Fill any holes left by removed trees.  The cost of borrow required to fill will be included in the cost of line items.

3. Staging/Reduction:  The staging/reduction scope of work shall include, but not limited to:

· Prepare and manage the DMS’s and when operations are complete, return all DMS’s to their original condition to the satisfaction of the CITY and the regulatory agencies.  Perform any testing required or requested by the regulatory agencies to ensure DMS’s have not been contaminated.

· Provide, operate and maintain equipment for debris reduction.

· Maintain segregation of debris (vegetative vs non-vegetative).

· Reduce and dispose of any vegetative debris hauled by the CITY crews to the DMS’s.

· White goods and hazardous household waste shall be recycled in accordance with all federal, state and local rules, regulations and laws.  White goods and hazardous household waste include washing machines, clothes dryers, dehumidifiers, dishwashers, gas and electric stoves, TVs, computer monitors, refrigerators, freezers, window air conditioners and water heaters or coolers.
· Remove and recover Freon from any white goods and hazardous household  waste, such as refrigerators, freezers or air conditioners, at the final disposal site in accordance with federal, state and local rules, regulations and laws.

· Construction & demolition debris shall be hauled directly to a licensed Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) and Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) disposal facility.  Tipping fees shall be reimbursed at cost with no mark-up allowed.

4. Administration and Paperwork:  

· With each invoice submitted for payment, contractor shall include a certification disbursement of previous periodic payment to subcontractor (form 700-010-38) and the amount paid to all subcontractors performing work under this contract to date.
· The contractor shall be responsible for the preparation of all invoices in a format acceptable to the CITY and in accordance with federal, state and local rules, regulations and laws.  Invoices shall include original receipts and all backup necessary to support the quantities and amounts invoiced.
· CITY OF CARRABELLE seeks to establish contractual arrangements with at least one (1) primary and one (1) additional qualified firm to provide professional services in regard to the collection and disposal of disaster related debris on an as-needed basis.  The contractual period shall be for two (2) years, with an option for one (1) one (1) year renewal.  The CITY reserves the right to award more contracts if in its best interest. 

IV. Equipment:  All trucks and equipment must be in compliance with all applicable federal, sate and local rules and regulations.  Trucks used to haul debris must be capable of rapidly dumping their load without the assistance of any other equipment, and be equipped with a tailgate that will effectively contain the debris during transport and will permit the trucks to be filled to capacity.  The contractor shall submit to the CITY certifications indicating the type of vehicle, make and model, license plate number, equipment number and measured maximum volume, in cubic yards, of the load bed of each piece of equipment utilized to haul debris.  The measured volume of each piece of equipment shall be calculated from actual internal physical measurement performed and certified by the contractor and the City’s Project Manager.  Maximum volumes may be rounded up to the nearest cubic yard.  The reported measured maximum volume of any load bed shall be the same as shown on the signs fixed to each piece of equipment.  The CITY reserves the right to re-measure trucks at any time to verify reported capacity.
All trucks and trailers utilized for hauling debris shall be equipped with a tailgate that will permit the vehicle to be loaded to capacity and effectively contain the debris on the vehicle while hauling.  Sideboards, if installed, must be constructed of 2” x 6” boards or greater and may not extend more than two (2) feet above the metal bedsides.  Once installed, all sideboard extensions must remain in place throughout the operation, or the vehicle must be re-measured and re-marked.  All extensions to the vehicle bed are subject to acceptance or rejection by the City’s Project Manager or other duly appointed designee.  Prior to commencing operations, the contractor shall affix to each piece of equipment signs or markings indicating the contractor’s name and a unique equipment identification number.  One sign shall be placed on each side of the equipment.  For those trucks, trailers and other equipment intended to haul debris, the maximum volume (in cubic yards) of the load bed shall also be shown.  Signs shall be maintained in an easily readable fashion for the duration of the work.  Minimum letter size shall be three inches (3”) in height.
IV. Safety and Health Standards:
IV. Whenever on a loading site or debris management site, all personnel of the contract must wear required safety equipment as necessary to comply with all OSHA, federal, state and local requirements.  
IV. The contractor shall maintain a telephone contact list, at each loading site and debris management site, of the employees’ supervisor, the City’s Project Manager and nearest fire, police and emergency medical facilities.
IV. The contractor shall ensure that their personnel adhere to all appropriate site safety requirements.  This shall include properly constructed monitoring towers.
IV. Other Considerations:
IV. The contractor shall supervise and direct all work using qualified labor and proper equipment for all tasks.  Safety of the contractor’s personnel and equipment is the responsibility of the contractor.  Additionally, the contractor shall pay for all materials, personnel, taxes and fees necessary to perform work under the terms of the proposed contract.
IV. The contractor must be duly licensed in accordance with federal and state statutory and regulatory requirements to perform the work being sought through this RFP.
IV. The contractor shall be responsible for determining what permits shall be necessary to perform work under the proposed contract.  Copies of all permits shall be submitted to the City’s Project Manager before commencing work.
IV. During the performance of this contract, the contractor shall be responsible for correcting any notices of violations issued as a result of their actions and/or operations or those of their subcontractors.  Corrections for any such violations shall be at no additional cost to the CITY.
IV. The Contractor shall be responsible for landfill disposal costs/tipping fees.  The actual incurred cost will be invoiced to the CITY for reimbursement.
IV. The contractor shall be responsible for paying any and all costs associated with violations of law or regulations relative to the activities of the contractor.  Such costs might include but are not limited to:  site clean-up and remediation, fines, administrative and civil penalties, third party claims imposed on the CITY by any regulatory agency or by any third party as a result of noncompliance with federal, state or local environmental laws and regulations or nuisance statutes by the contractor, its subcontractors or any other persons, corporations, or legal entities retained by the contract under this contract.
IV. Debris removal activities may impact damage to the CITY’S infrastructure, such as broken curbs, crushed culverts and sidewalks and broken water meters.  If it is determined damage was caused by Contractor’s activities, the Contractor shall restore and/or repair, at the Contractor’s expense, all damaged infrastructure back to its pre-existing condition to the CITY’S satisfaction.
IV. Debris Load Tickets:
Contractor shall provide multi-part forms that shall be used to document the following:

· Loading location
· Date

· Time

· Quantity 

· Type of debris

· 1st pass/2nd pass designation

· Truck number

· Contractor information
IV. Deliverables:

IV. The deliverables must be provided by the CITY at the completion of the contract.  The deliverables shall include, but not be limited to, the following list.  At its sole discretion, the CITY may add/delete deliverables to meet the needs of the CITY.
· Original load tickets shall be boxed, bound by date, and sorted by ticket number.

· Ticket logs including all information from ticket

· List of all personnel with signatures and initials

· Binder(s) with damage reports, completed repairs and releases, if applicable

· Binder(s) with issues and final resolution

· The contractor shall prepare and submit daily operational reports throughout the duration of the recovery operations.  Daily reports shall document the debris contractor’s activities and progress from the previous day and shall be submitted by 10:30 a.m. to the City’s Project Manager.  Each daily report shall contain the following minimum information:

· Contract and/or purchase order number

· Correctly and accurately completed load tickets consistent with all reporting documents.

· The times of operation of all debris loading trucks

· Reports, maps and graphs to delineate production rates of crews and their equipment, progress by area and estimations of total quantities remaining, time to completion and daily cumulative cubic yards of debris removed, processed and hauled.
IV. All deliverables will be submitted both electronically in a PDF format and printed on paper.
IV. The contractor shall maintain auditable records concerning the procurement adequate to account for all receipts and expenditures, and to document compliance with the specifications.  These records shall be kept in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles, and the CITY reserves the right to determine record keeping method in the event of nonconformity.  These records shall be maintained for five (5) years after final payment has been made and shall be readily available to CITY personnel, with reasonable notice, and to other persons in accordance with the Florida Public Disclosure Statutes.
IV. Changes to Scope of Work/Requests for Additional Compensation:  
IV. Any request from the awarded Contractor for changes to the scope of work or additional compensation (i.e., surcharges, delivery charges, material costs, etc.) must be submitted to CITY OF CARRABELLE in writing with sufficient supporting documentation prior to imposing the increase to the City.  The CITY has the sole right to approve or reject any request for additional compensation.  Verbal approvals from the CITY will be ineffective and have no bearing upon the contract.
IV. Any changes to the original contract will be conveyed to the Contractor by means of a formal, written contract amendment.  In the event the CITY is inadvertently invoiced any unapproved costs, the CITY will request a corrected invoice reflecting the appropriate and current contract pricing.
IV. Payment:
IV. Debris loaded and hauled from the right-of-way to an approved landfill/disposal site or DMS, or loaded and hauled from DMS to an approved landfill/disposal site, will be paid based upon the price per truck measured cubic yard according to the fee schedule.  All load tickets, forms, reports and other deliverables shall be accurately and correctly submitted in the initial instance of submittal.  The contractor shall not bill and shall not be paid for time spent by personnel to correct a load ticket, form, report or other deliverable.  Contractor shall submit invoices regularly and for no more than thirty (30) day periods.
IV. Invoices will be processed for payment only after approval by the CITY.  Approval for payment shall not be granted until appropriate deliverables are received and determined to be correct, accurate and consistent by the City’s Project Manager.
IV. A lump sum retainage of $10,000 per DMS will be held from the total invoice performed at the staging area until the staging area is restored to its original condition or as otherwise mutually agreed.  The lump sum amount will be withheld from the first invoice submitted.  The contractor may post a bond in lieu of such retainage.  However, the bond(s) must be posted prior to work beginning at the DMS.  
IV. The Davis-Bacon Act, as amended requires that each contract over $2,000 to which the United States or the District of Columbia is a party for the construction, alteration or repair of public buildings or public works shall contain a clause setting forth the minimum wages to be paid to various classes of laborers and mechanics employed under the contract.  Under the provisions of the Act, contractor or their subcontractors are to pay workers employed directly on the site of the work no less than the locally prevailing wages and fringe benefits paid on projects of similar character.  The Davis-Bacon Act directs the Secretary of Labor to determine such local prevailing wage rates.  A “wage determination” is the listing of wage rates and fringe benefit rates for each classification of laborers and mechanics, which the Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division of the U.S. Department of Labor has determined to be prevailing in a given area for a particular type of construction (e.g., building, heavy, highway or residential).
Project wage determination are issued at the specific request of a contracting agency; each is applicable to the named project only; and expires one hundred and eighty (180) calendar days from the date of issuance unless an extension of the expiration date is requested by the agency and approved by the Wage and Hour Division.  Project determinations are issued in response to contracting agencies submitting to the Wage and Hour Division a Standard Form 308 requesting a wage determination.
It shall be the responsibility of the proposer(s) to submit a Standard Form 308 and/or other necessary form(s) to the Wage and Hour Division of the Department of Labor to request a Davis-Bacon Act wage determination.  The wage determination secured from the Wage and Hour Division of the Department of Labor shall be provided by the proposer(s) to the CITY.  It shall additionally be the responsibility of the proposer(s) to abide by all Davis-Bacon Act requirements and to be knowledgeable about the applicability of the Act.  The proposer(s) shall be financially responsible for any expenses denied reimbursement due to failure to adhere to Davis-Bacon Act requirements.
IV. Project Completion – the project will be considered completed when the City’s Project Manager accepts all work specified under this contract has been completed to his/her satisfaction and all eligible debris has been picked-up within the jurisdictions of the CITY and all damage/issues relating to the disaster recovery have been resolved.
V. TERMS AND CONDITIONS
V. Insurance Requirements

Contractor shall procure and maintain for the duration of the contract insurance against claims for injuries to persons or damages to property which may arise from or in connection with the performance of the work hereunder by the Contractor, his agents, representatives, employees or subcontractors.  The cost of such insurance shall be included in the Contractor’s bid.
V. Minimum Scope of Insurance:  Coverage shall be at least as broad as:

V. Insurance Services Office’s form providing commercial general liability insurance which must include coverage for premises/operations, contractual liability, independent Contractors, additional insured endorsement, broad form comprehensive general liability, broad form property damage, products, completed operations, Contractors pollution liability, personal injury, and explosion, collapse, and underground hazard.

V. Insurance Services Office’s forms providing Automobile Liability, code 1 “any auto” including hired and non-owned autos endorsement.

V. Workers’ Compensation insurance and Employers Liability insurance.
V. Minimum Limits of Insurance:  Contractor shall maintain limits no less than:
V. General Liability:  $3,000,000 combined single limit per occurrence for bodily injury, personal injury and property damage.  If Commercial General Liability Insurance or other form with a general aggregate limit is used, either the general aggregate limit shall apply separately to this project/location or the general aggregate limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit.
V. Automobile Liability:  $1,000,000 combined single limit per accident for bodily injury and property damage.
V. Workers’ Compensation and Employers Liability:  Workers’ compensation and Employers Liability limits of $1,000,000 per accident.
V. Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions:  Any deductibles or self-insured retentions must be declared to and approved by the CITY.  At the option of the CITY, either:  the insurer shall reduce or eliminate such deductibles or self-insured retentions as respects the CITY, its officers, officials, and volunteers; or the Contractor shall procure a bond guaranteeing payment of losses and related investigations, claim administration and defense expenses.
V. Other Insurance Provisions:  The policies are to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following provisions:
V. General Liability and Automobile Liability Coverages
The CITY, its officers, officials, employees and volunteers are to be covered as insureds as respects: liability arising out of activities performed by or on behalf of the Contractor; products and completed operations of the Contractor, premises owned, occupied or used by the Contractor, or automobiles owned, leased, hired or borrowed by the Contractor.  The coverage shall contain no special limitations on the scope of protection afforded to the CITY, its officers, officials, employees or volunteers.

The Contractor’s insurance coverage shall be primary insurance as respects the CITY, its officers, officials, employees and volunteers.  Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the CITY, its officers, officials, employees or volunteers shall be excess of the Contractor’s insurance and shall not contribute with it.

Any failure to comply with reporting provisions of the policies shall not affect coverage provided to the CITY, its officers, officials, employees or volunteers.

The Contractor’s insurance shall apply separately to each insured against whom claim is made or suit is brought, except with respect to the limits of the insurer’s liability.

Workers’ Compensation and Employers Liability Coverage  The insurer shall agree to waive all rights of subrogation against the CITY, its officers, officials, employees and volunteers for losses arising from work performed by the Contractor for the CITY.

All Coverages: 
Each insurance policy required by this clause shall be endorsed to state that coverage shall not be suspended, voided, cancelled by either party, reduced in coverage or in limits except after thirty (30) days’ prior written notice by certified mail, return receipt requested, has been given to the CITY.
Board Form Indemnification Agreement – All contractual liability insurance policies (general liability, auto liability, and workers’ compensation) maintained pursuant to this contract shall include the provision of the following hold harmless clause:
The Contractor agrees to indemnify, save harmless and defend the CITY, its officers, CITY Attorney, managers and employees, and each of them against and hold it and them harmless from any and all lawsuits, claims, demands, liabilities, losses and expenses, including court costs and reasonable attorney’s fees for or on account of any injury to any person, or any death at any time resulting from such injury, or any damage to any property, which may arise or which may be alleged to have arisen out of or in connection with the work covered by the Contractor and performed or caused to be performed.
Acceptability of Insurers:  Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a Best’s rating of no less than A:VII
Verification of Coverage:  The Contractor shall file with the CITY Clerk and shall keep in full force and effect at all times during the term of this contract, a certificate of insurance and original endorsements effecting coverage required by this clause.  The certificates and endorsements for each insurance policy are to be signed by a person authorized by that insurer to bind coverage on its behalf naming CITY OF CARRABELLE, Florida, as an additional insured including a waiver of subrogation provision evidencing general liability, auto liability, and workers’ compensation coverage.  The CITY reserves the right to require complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies, at any time.
V. Subcontractors:  Contractor shall include all subcontractors as insureds under its policies or shall furnish separate certificates and endorsements for each subcontractor.  All coverages for subcontractors shall be subject to all of the requirements stated herein.
V. Payment/Performance Bond:  If awarded the contract and prior to the start of any work, the successful Contractor shall supply a payment/performance bond in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the contract amount to be issued by an insurance company licensed by the Florida Department of Insurance, covering the faithful performance of this contract, in all terms and conditions thereof throughout the full term thereof, between the CITY and the Contractor and which will further indemnify and save harmless the CITY from all costs and damages by reason of the Contractor’s default, breach or failure to satisfactorily complete any of the contract terms.  Said payment/performance bond shall be forfeited on failure to perform on any part of specifications and contract requirements outlined herein (which includes General Conditions, detailed specifications and technical specifications) and for the prompt payment of all persons furnishing labor, materials, equipment and supplies therefore.  
The bond must be renewed annually and no later than ten (10) business days prior to the beginning of the contract and renewal years, the renewal bond amount must equal or exceed the total price amount proposed for the corresponding contract or renewal year in the Contractor’s proposal.
